Q & A Religious Education  
 
Why do we genuflect? We believe God is King of Heaven 
and Earth the custom of bowing and genuflecting is a sign of 
respect. By genuflecting, we pay homage to God, recognizing 
Jesus is truly present, Body, Blood, soul and divinity in the Ho-
ly Eucharist. Catechism of the Catholic Church (CCC1378) 
How do we genuflect? We genuflect  by going down on our 
right knee and bowing to the Blessed Sacrament present in the 
tabernacle. 
How do we know the Blessed Sacrament is present in 
church? Look for the red sanctuary lamp. If it is lit, that means 
Jesus is present and proper response it to genuflect to show 
your love and honor. 
Is there any time we do not genuflect? There are times in 
a Liturgical Year, Good Friday, when the tabernacle is emptied 
and doors are open. Since the Eucharist is not within the taber-
nacle, a simple bow is substituted.  
 
Catechist are working with the students on the proper way to 
genuflect: when and how. We are addressing this as a parish 
religious education reinforcing what we share with the students. 
We will also be sending this home via email to the parents.

Regulations for Fast and Abstinence 
FASTING is to be observed by all, 18 
years of age and older, who have not 
yet celebrated their 59th birthday. On a 
fast day, one full meal is allowed. Two 
other meals, sufficient to maintain 
strength, may be taken according to 

each one's needs, but together they should not equal an-
other full meal. Eating between meals is not permitted, 
but liquids, including milk and juices, are allowed. 
 
ABSTINENCE is observed by all 14 years of age and 
older. On days of abstinence no meat is allowed. Note 
that when health or ability to work would be seriously 
affected, the law does not oblige. When in doubt con-
cerning fast and abstinence, the parish priest should be 
consulted. (CCL 1251-1252) 
 
Fasting, almsgiving, and prayer are the three traditional 
disciplines of Lent. The faithful and catechumens should 
undertake these practices seriously in a spirit of penance 
and of preparation for baptism or of renewal of baptism 
at Easter.
